Presentation 1: Can we do business in the Personalisation Market?
The group received a presentation by Matthew Pelling -LBH. The presentation impressed upon the importance of communication between commissioners and providers to successfully implement the personalisation agenda in the Borough.

Presentation 2: Personalisation & Self Directed Support. A perspective from Tulip Mental Health Group.
The presentation was conducted by Andrew Law, Operations Director at Tulip Mental Health Group. The presentation provided a step-by-step breakdown about the implementation, and effect of personalisation on voluntary organisations. The presentation also discussed the opportunities via Personalisation for the Third Sector and the challenges and risks it would pose.
