	New Plan for Haringey – Core Strategy. A presentation by Sule Nisancioglu, LBH. 
The presentation was delivered by Sule Nisancioglu Head of Planning Policy and Design at Haringey Council. SNi outlined Haringey’s New Plan for the Borough from 2011 until 2026.
Presentation notes will be included in the Appendix. 

Question 1

What provisions are made regarding consent?

The Council will look at issues regarding transport, the environment and so on. All issues will be taken into account under Haringey Council’s Development Policies. 

There is a reporting plan process in place. Each consultation goes through Cabinet then goes to the full Council and the Secretary of State.

Question 2

Are community buildings taken into account during development? For example, places of worship or burial grounds.

The Council have very little information on this area, but have asked in the past for information that the plan might impact upon in the long-term. 
Question 3
How does the Council intend to maintain it’s ‘green’ policy when it concerns other Boroughs or areas for example, Lee Valley?

We work together with other Boroughs. For example, the Upper Lee Valley Opportunity Frameworks is managed by the GLA who we work with. The Council have asked the Mayor of London to recognise parts of the Upper Lee Valley as green industries.  Other Boroughs also have a formal strategy similar to Haringey’s in place.

Indicators in LAA have to be chosen by Central Government of which there are 188 in total. Local Council’s select 35. How Haringey Council select the indicators the HSP and other Partnership Boards lead on. 
Question 1

How long are the indicators in place?

The Government have not yet confirmed this, but they may remain the same. 

Question 2

Will the indicators have a baseline?

We still have not agreed the data that makes up the indicators. Some indicators are removed because they haven’t been sorted. 

Question 3

Reference to LAA Performance Update (Nov 09) handout. Could Louisa clarify “Data Awaited”.

Data Awaited signifies that some indicators are yearly and not quarterly for example, school results. 

Question 4

Will the LAA be setting a new target considering the correlations between a rise in domestic violence with sporting events?

It is difficult to tell. This is up to the Partnership Boards to decide. The LAA will end in March and between March and December it will go through an audit process meaning there will also be no stretch money until 2011-12.
The group discussed the need to set up an HCLF/LAA working group and have a dedicated day to understanding the concept of LAA with Louisa Aubeeluck.
